Make sure you include
a design for the both the front & back of your cycle jersey AND all details requested at the
top of 'Entry Sheet 1'.  Winning designs will be announced in September!

Gateshead welcomes the return of Britain’s biggest professional cycle race, the Tour of
Britain on the 10th of September! The route will head through the Pennines before
Gateshead plays host to its first stage finish at the Angel of the North since the 2009 Tour
of Britain. This will also mark back-to-back appearances in the race for the town, which
hosted the start of stage four in 2019.

The
winner from each category will receive a voucher and the overall winner will have the
opportunity for their design to be displayed on a big screen at the finish line of the event
AND win a bike of their own!

The school run alone is responsible for generating half a million tonnes of Carbon Dioxide
(CO2) per year. More carbon dioxide in the air traps more heat, which leads to global
warming. Imagine what we could achieve if we began converting some of these rides to
strides / cycles?
During morning peak traffic times, one in five cars on the road are taking children school,
contributing to congestion and air pollution. How can you change this?

More isn’t always better. Think carefully about what you
want to include and why. Don’t just think about pictures
and images. Think about words you might use and the
colours of your jersey. Think carefully about how you will
arrange everything so that it looks professional. 
 

How people can help to reduce pollution levels by cycling or walking more to school or work
How spectators can dispose of their litter correctly, especially while watching the Tour of Britain
Can you show the benefits of active travel (e.g. cycling / walking) for children and adults?

The theme for the jersey design is climate change and how active travel can make a huge difference
to improve air quality. You should do some research before you start on how humans can make a change
to help our planet!
